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The Panhandle Conference is nationally recognized as one of the toughest and most competitive junior college basketball
conferences in the U.S. In the past decade, a Panhandle team has won the state title and represented Florida in the NJCCC
Tournament five times, producing two national champions (PJC ‘93 and OWCC ‘95), as well as 3rd, 5th (PJC ‘90) and 6th
place finishes. In all, the Panhandle has represented Florida in the national tournament 14 times since 1964. The Lady Pirates
have won nine conference championships, made 16 state appearances, and won the state  championship in 1985. PJC men

have won the conference 13 times, the state championship five times, made five trips to the national tournament and have sent a steady stream of
players to the NCAA and NBA ranks, including Joel Anthony (Miami Heat), Kevin Benn (Australia), Daryl Cohen (Overseas), Carl Damus (Australia),
Richard Dumas (Australia), Steve Horne (Japan), Davant Jackson (Finland), Damir Latovic (Greece), Ontario Lett (Spain), Mate Milisa (Germany),
Pervis Pasco (Italy), John White (CBA/IBL).
